KEEPING HEALTHY

DET COVID Update 

- Staff are required to wear a mask indoors unless teaching, and a mask outdoors if social distancing 

can’t be maintained. All Kinder visitors aged 8+ must wear a mask indoors 

- RAT tests are voluntary for staff and children; will be delivered fortnightly during Term 1 

- If a RAT is positive but you have no symptoms or no exposure to COVID then a PCR test should be 

taken to confirm; you should isolate whilst awaiting results.
